Confirmation information for youth:  
 

Our Confirmation program will be seeing some improvements..  

 

To begin, eligible students wishing to be confirmed will be in-
troduced to the congregation along with their parents at the 
baptismal font.  This is designed to recall how the parents 
brought their child to be baptized and how they are now    
continuing with their promise to see that their child is growing 
in the knowledge and love of the Lord. . 

 

On the weekend of September 13th and 14th those wishing to 
begin their pursuit of becoming a communicant member of St. 
Paul Lutheran are invited to announce their intentions to grow 
in their knowledge and love of the Lord through the Word of 

God.  Please attend one of the three worship services and  
participate in this introduction opportunity.  
 

Three times during the year, the youth will share in the wor-
ship services what they have learned from their catechetical 
instruction.  After completing portions of the Small Catechism, 
they will participate in an abbreviated Question and Answer 
time.  They will also be challenged to prepare ways to show 
what they have learned.  Perhaps they will utilize a skit or  
prepare something that can be displayed on the projection 
screen.  The students will become teachers as they help share 
their faith with the entire congregation.  This approach will 
replace the previous practice of writing and reading a Life   
Application Paper.  Having questioning more often will keep the 
students moving toward a goal they can see and it will also 
serve as an educational tool for the entire congregation.  
 

The approach we are taking is intended to encourage youth to 
take a mature view of their life as a Christian.  Participants will 
go through the rite of Confirmation only after they have shown 
that they want to study Godôs Word, be faithful in worship and 
actively serve God by serving others.

Paul School confirmation parents and students will be held on 
Wed., September 3rd at 6:30PM.  Parents and students 
should plan to attend this meeting and receive a more com-
plete overview of confirmation expectations.
